RE: Activities between September 6th and 24th, 1985.
Dear Patrick Reid;

Since our previous conversation on September 6th, I have dispatched
some 36 amended Invitations to the Pacific Islanders, and roughly 70 amended
Invitations to the Official Sponsors - and have succeeded in gaining the
support of the Republic of Kiribati...

Yesterday, an invitation should have been received by the office of
Mr. Gilbert Grosvenor of the National Geographic Society, and an invitation
should have been received by Dr. Kenneth P. Emory of the Bishop Museum in Honolulu
together with an acceptance of his archaeology proposal dated April 1983.
These institutions were respectively invited to produce the television documentary,
and to produce the Pan-Pacific Exhibit at the Proposed PACIFIC ISLANDS PAVILION.
Raymond Burr, the actor, was presented with an invitation by his local agent
and he has indicated his interest subject to obtaining production funding.

To begin the highly ritualistic preparations for the BAURUA OUTRIGGER
Expedition on an outer Gilbert Island, and to arrive together in Fiji for the
Pacific Islands Reception to which the 36 Pacific Island nations and territories
have been invited, I have initiated a request with Mid Pacific Airlines in
Honolulu for the charter of a 60- passenger aircraft. This "proving flight"
will first involve landing on Fanning Atoll to visit the Cable Station —
on behalf of Canada - and will stop on Christmas and Canton Atolls enroute to
the capital, Tarawa Atoll. An outer island flight will be necessary to inspect
the BAURUA OUTRIGGER, to bargin for a navigator, and to enlist the native crew.
Preparations will then commence, and the entourage will depart for Fiji, with
a stop on Funafuti Atoll to pick up the Tuvalu delegate (Commissioner General).
Eligible participants on this flight will of course include yourself as foremost,
other EXPO 86 staff, the Official Sponsors, the National Geographic Society,
the Bishop Museum, the media, and others. Funding for the flight will be the
pro rata responsibility of all concerned. The return to Honolulu from Fiji
will allow "participating Pacific Islanders" possibly to visit the Cable Station
enroute to Vancouver for a preview of "The Pavilion" at EXPO 86...
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Rear Admiral Michael A. Martin, the EXPO 86 Marine Administrator,
issued an Endorsement Letter for the BAURUA OUTRIGGER Expedition, and is
prepared and waiting to participate in a press conference with you to
announce the event(s).

Otherwise, all other situations remain under control except for a
sequential and otherwise unexplainable problems with typewriters and typists
which has virtually prevented us from issuing any more invitations that those
listed on the attached Dispatch Reports. Perhaps if you can afford the time
it might help if you were to take a sampling of opinions — which would likely
stimulate positive responses.

Your secretary Angela has indicated her willingness to assist us in
getting about 200 repetitive letters, covers, and envelopes word processed —
roughly 4+ hours of work - with your approval. The only remaining tasks prior
to our departure for the Pacific Islands is the preparation of about 100
individual letters to foundations, government agencies, and other oranizations —
requiring about one week to complete. This also includes the preparation of
financial statements (audited) for the Empyrean International Foundation
(Eleemosynary) and an expedited application to Revenue Canada for a charitable
tax number. My legal council has advised that the EXPO 86 Corporation, or
External Affairs, could issue interim tax receipts after the filing and before
the issuance of the charitable tax number - essential to the Official Sponsors.

I look forward to your comments, and would very much like to have
you over to our office to show you the plans and preparations underway for
the Pacific Islanders...
